Earning a Rank Advancement in Troop 560

1) You may work on requirements for any rank advancement at any time, unless it is stated that a particular requirement be done during your time at a specific rank (i.e. leadership and service project requirements must be done during your time at a given rank).

2) You may work on and earn Merit Badges at the same time as you are working on any rank.

3) Although you may complete all the activity requirements for a given rank, you will not be permitted to take the Advancement Test, schedule a Scout Master Conference, or schedule a Board of Review until you have earned al of the ranks below that point.

4) ADVANCEMENT TEST is required for all ranks in Troop 560.

a. The Advancement Test is available on line at the troop website bsatrop560.org 

b. This test is to be given by any adult leader in the troop, other than the Scout’s own parents, once you have completed all the requirements for the rank other than the Scout Spirit, Scout Master Conference, and  Board of Review.

c. The test is cumulative. This means that a Scout will be asked to demonstrate or answer all the questions for the rank that he is currently seeking AND all the questions for the ranks that he has previously earned. (Example: Scout seeking the 1st class rank will need to answer all the questions for Scout, Tenderfoot, 2nd Class, and 1st Class.)

d. For all ranks where the test ask for signatures for service hours, campouts, leadership, merit badges this is signed off by the Advancement Chair.

5) SCOUT SPIRIT is a requirement that is signed off by the Scout Master DURING the Scout Master Conference, assuming that the Scout Master believes that the requirement has been fulfilled.

6) SCOUT MASTER CONFERENCE is scheduled directly with the Scout Master. Present yourself in full uniform (appropriate for your rank with current rank and other badges on the shirt) and bring your Scout Handbook and Advancement Test to the conference.

7) BOARD OF REVIEW (BOR) is scheduled with the Advancement Chair AFTER you have successfully completed your Scout Master Conference.

a. BORs are held at either 6:30 or 8:00 on Monday nights and are typically held the week following your request.

b. At the BOR:

i. Wear your full uniform (see Troop Handbook for requirements for your rank)

ii. If you have one, wear your merit badge sash.

iii. Bring your Boy Scout Handbook. This will be signed off at the end of the BOR.

8) Your Rank Badge is awarded at the end of the Troop Meeting following your BOR. The Rank Card is awarded at the next Court of Honor (COH).
