What’s Needed For The Eagle Board Of Review?

Get a print out of the scout’s record from the Council Service Center to verify that all merit badge and rank advancement dates in the Council Service Center are correct before the board of review. This verification is done by scout signature on the “Eagle Information Form” which is then submitted to the Scout Service Center and results in the Scout Office providing a “Verified Copy of the Eagle Scout Rank Application”. 

Bring The Following To The Board Of Review: 

1) Five (5) unopened recommendation letters from the references on the Eagle Scout Rank Application (they must be the names on the Eagle Scout Rank Application form).

2) A “Verified Copy of the Eagle Scout Rank Application” with signatures (scout, scoutmaster and troop chair). 

NOTICE: A paper copy of this electronic “verified application” is required for the board of review.

3) Eagle Scout Leadership Service Project Workbook. See that his project was approved and completed.

4) Typewritten “Statement of Goals/Ambitions” (requirement 6) with name and Troop number on it.

5) The Eagle Project Summary Report telling: what, for whom, # of hours and something about the project.

6) The troop provides 4 members for the board.

7) The Scout brings his handbook and project support material (photographs, etc).

What’s Needed At The Council Office After The Board Of Review?

Only the “verified application” with signatures from the Eagle Board is returned to the Scout Office.
